MINUTES of the 214th meeting of Great Glemham Parish Council held in the village hall on 28
November

APOLOGIES: Apologies were received from Diane Minns (priontoitment), Argus Gathorne-Hardy and
Damian Ferrar (both work commitments)NTERESTS: No interests were declaredMINUTES: The
minutes of the 213th meeting held on 12 Septemb#&4 2vere (subject to three minor errors) approvetithe
Chairman signed the copy in the minute book.

REPORTS:

SCC: Councillor Burroughes reported on: improvememtdte achievements of pupils at key stage 1; the
rollout of better Broadband services in many paftshe county (see further below); the opening haf t
UK's first youth employment centre in Ipswich; &qde to tackle mental health stigma and discrirnonat
key improvements in safeguarding children; Suffofi’st skills show aimed at those aged betweearidl

24; and additional funding for Suffolk's Blue LigRartnership which supports the emergency services
operating in the county. The full report has bdiéd by the Honorary Clerk. In addition, the firs
divisional meeting had been arranged but had hdzktoancelled because of lack of interest. Colancil
Burroughes also reported that locality grants farighes were soon to become available. Betwedl0@2,
and £3,000 was available for suitable projectsrieaGGlemham.

Crime: The Hon Clerk had obtained a report from PCSO 2061 that there were no reported crimes in
the parish between 1 September and 1 November.

Great Glemham Farms. Jason Gathorne-Hardy reported that some gripswialg water to drain away
from roads) were not effective: during recent rapgriods water had spilled onto a number of roads.
Though traditionally the farm had dug the gripslap there was a need to obtain permission to dig the
Environment Agency and roads being served by tigs drad to be formally closed before work could be
started. Closure orders cost around £750 each.

The farm contractors would be instructed to remaveee root that had been ploughed up near footpath
the access from Church Field into School Field enkvel the path. Headlands of 2 metres and Seset
were in the course of being respectively establistieng footpaths in Church Field and School Field.

Compost from the Parham plant had been spreadeofietdls post-harvest as JG-H felt that the qudlag
improved considerably.

The agricultural part of Butchers Field along withttleburgh Hill Field and 16 Acres were to be pégh
with peas and JG-H was contemplating holding afpstival after the harvest in the summer of 2015.

ACTION: (1) Honorary Clerk to liaise with the Environmefigency with a view to establishing a
programme for keeping grips dug and cleared. @Hlto instruct the farm contractors accordingly.

Broadband: Councillor Burroughes reported plans to exterarthil-out of super-fast broadband to more
households and business were signed and sealedidakt SCC and BT signed a contract, under the
Government’s Broadband Delivery UK programme toticare working together on the provision of a fibre
network for Suffolk. However, this does not (a$)yiaclude Great Glemham although FramBroadband's
service is now providing fast wi-fi to several hebselds in the village ACTION: Peter Lincoln to liaise
with FramBroadband with regards to its offer tangrivi-fi to the village hall.

Butchers Field: The Honorary Clerk reported that John Meadowshef Framlingham College ground
staff, who had lived in Great Glemham, had kindiyeged to service the mower on an expenses-onlg.basi

In addition, a ROSPA survey had been carried big:did not recommend any remedial action. Theesur
was effected by a local, RoSPA-approved contra®orse, which offered to do surveys in local areas
the same day. This reduced the cost consideralgly & it was sometimes necessary to have a survey
carried out more often than annually: the altexeatif a bespoke survey by RoSPA was considerabhg mo
expensive. In addition, the Honorary Clerk expedsgratitude on behalf of all electors and theinifees

to Simon Beaumont who was routinely carrying owspiections of Butchers Field, recording minor issues
and clearing up what little litter there was.

Some high-spiritedness around Halloween had damtggednti-fouling spikes on the cross-member over
the swings. Installing replacement spikes wasaimdh
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Simon Beaumont had wondered whether it would bethwswitching the swings around as the matting
beneath some was wearing out faster that that beoézers.

Solar Park: The Honorary Clerk reported that, as the solar famParham Airfield had been generating
power for a year, the first payment of communityéf@ was due to be made to the parish councile Th
sum mentioned in the documents was £5,000 indéedin(which came to approximately £5,140), though
Argus Gathorne-Hardy felt that the basic figure haen increased by £1,000 late on in the negatigtio
The Honorary Clerk advised that, as the amount sigisificant, the parish council should see thatrgve
household got a letter setting out what was dusrive and inviting all residents to contributeadeeither
before or at the next meeting. Distribution cobld effected with the next edition &bb & Flow.
ACTION: Honorary Clerk to prepare a letter to be approbgdhe Chairman and to liaise with those
tasked with the distribution dtbb & Flow regarding the inclusion of the letter. The Chaimkindly
agreed to disseminate the letter via the villagermation list.

SIZEWELL: The Chairman reported that she had had furtheussans with Lord Marlesford regarding road
transport issues arising from the proposed constuof Sizewell C. He had said that he had met3SCC
portfolio holder for transport, Councillor Newmanho contended that he had not abandoned the 4g¥illa
Bypass but admitted that it was not likely to fgpart of the transport plan. Apparently, a 2 VidaBypass had
been proposed but Lord Marlesford regarded thisiresceptable. SCC had considered that the onlsr oth
solution would be to use traffic lights. Lord Mesford had obtained cost figures: 2-village duatiageway
bypass - £27m; 4-village dual carriageway bypaf$05m; 4-village single carriageway bypass - £48ns
figure was from late 2013). Apparently, the coteion stage on the transport issue is likely tarbthe New
Year, not this autumn as originally proposed.

FINANCE: The Hon Clerk sought and obtained approval oricatibn of the following expenses: village hall
hire at going rates for this meeting and a Butcléekl friends meeting last month, the servicehef nower on
the basis described above, £6.31 for fuel for thever and £88.80 for the last ROSPA survey. Aftecuksion,
the draft budget for 2015/16 prepared by the Hayo@ierk was approvedACTION: Hon Clerk to request a
precept of £1,550 from SCDC.

PLANNING:

» High Grove Woods: The Hon Clerk reported that he had not heard fiteerplanning officer handling the
enforcement action relating to High Grove Wood®osf-meeting note: The Hon Clerk has since been
contacted by Cate Buck of the SCDC planning enfomrg team. Ms Buck confirmed that the
Enforcement Notice was served in September and &ffdct on 24 October 2014 with a four month
compliance period. As there have been no appeaissighe notice, the notice is to be complied vigh
the 24 February 2015. If the notice is not contpiiéth, SCDC will pursue the matter in the courts.]

e Framlingham expansion: The Chairman introduced Mr Chris Sharpe. He mgoothe widespread
concern in the town about that expansion. He hatth many others, formed the Framlingham Residents
Association which was now a formal body. Preserntere were plans for 438 houses to be built in
Framlingham: 140 in Station Road, 163 in FairfiBldad, 107 in Mount Pleasant, 18 in New Road and 10
in Saxtead Road. FRA estimated that the populaifdframlingham would, if all these houses werdtbui
increase by around 30 per cent and that the nunfbears based in the town would go up by around 600
The developers' assumption was that new residemiovibe able to reach all the town's facilitiesfoat
but a traffic analysis which had been part fundgdCouncillor Burroughes showed that such assumption
was highly optimistic.

FRA was concerned about the effect of these chaogethe town's infrastructure: the surgery and the
primary school were already operating close to ciygathere was no sign of a significant growth in
employment opportunities; and the local road nekwweas poor. FRA feared that the planned changes
could be effected in less than five years. Indéleeike was now a window of opportunity for develape
SCDC had not managed to establish the locatioaraf that might become available and so meet SCDC's
statutory target for five years' worth of housingwth; SCDC's local plan was being challenged; and
Framlingham's neighbourhood plan was not complétbe planned developments other than the one in
Station Road were likely to be subject to a "Comityuimfrastructure Levy" under which the developers
would need to make payments of £150 per squareertefund improvements in infrastructure but thé ClI
was not to be introduced by SCDC till 1 April 20458d there was, as yet, no indication of the nadunc
location of those improvements.

Discussion showed that there were fears that thpgsed expansion could impair electors' acces&yo k
services in the town and uncertainties over whaarfly) infrastructure works would be carried outlan
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when they would be carried out. It was agreed thatHonorary Clerk should express those fears and
uncertainties to SCDC. Councillor Burroughes andQVarke felt that the Honorary Clerk should witite

the SCDC leader (Councillor Ray Herring), the Raitf Holder for Planning (Councillor Jeff Holcrofénd

the Head of Planning Services (Mr Philip RidlefX)CTION: Honorary Clerk to work up a letter for the
Chairman to approve.

e Parham composting plant: Patrick Wilson is the vice-chairman of a groupichkhliaised with the
operators of the plant. He reported that the ssaported in November 2011 had largely been redolv
though recently there had been some slippage nmuatds. He contended that the product from thetpla
was not strictly compost but remained waste. He wancerned that the plant operators were stohiag t
product on the perimeter track in breach of an ta#tang given by local Environment Agency persoraiel
the 202nd meeting on 25 November 2011 but apparpatsonnel at the Agency's head office had allowed
this practice to resume. He would raise this mattehe next liaison meeting (which was to be reid3
December).

HIGHWAYS: Jennifer Beaumont reported that she was methodiealfking with SCC on potholes to see
that, when the potholes were significant enougjustify being repaired by SCC, they were repair&he was
also in touch with SCC with regard to the streghtliin Chapel Lane (which, once again, was ontaltime)
and fallen footpath markers (which SCC re-erectedbatches). She was also monitoring grit stockée
Honorary Clerk reminded all those present of tHeeste under which residents could spread grit osetmoads
and paths maintained by SCC with the benefit of S@@blic liability and third party liability covethe key
requirement was to give him one's name and address.

CROWN INN: The Hon Clerk reported that he had passed on #uslprovided by residents to the former
licensee.

NOISE: Jennifer Beaumont reported her logging of noisettethiby some of her neighbours. Levels had
subsided as the neighbours had recently been awdaifly long periods.

WEBSITE: Karen Debenham reported that her neighbour Mr €avés not willing to take over the village
website. Peter Lincoln said that he and his wifeuld to carry on dealing with the site for a whilet also that
new items were especially welcomeACTION: The Chairman agreed to put a note out via the gélla
Information list, asking people to contact PeteRaisemary Lincoln if they have items for the wehsiPeter
Lincoln would also try to boost interest by puttiagiece in Ebb & Flow.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS:
e The Honorary Clerk reported that the last visittaf mobile library to the village had taken place.

e The Chairman reported two concerns raised by artaglethe need for bins to be installed for dog teas
and the need for parking control outside the vélagll.

o As to dog waste, the Honorary Clerk recalled that televant authority, SCDC, had previously
proved reluctant to instal bins and had put upastdes such as requiring financial contributions
and other formalities. In any event, those peogh® did not clean up after their dogs were
unlikely to take any extra steps. He believed && $ome SCDC stickers and suggested that these
could be put up in the messiest places. This eoofsaction was agreedACTION: Honorary
Clerk to deal with stickers and also to put a spagte inEbb & Flow.

0 As to parking control, marking the road near tHiage hall with lines and the use of signs was felt
to be a disproportionate response. The HonoraeykG3uggested that maybe those hiring the
village hall could be encouraged to see that tipedsts parked sensibly. Perhaps it could be made
into a term of village hall bookings?

e Apparently, Vodafone had some sort of boosterdaignals in rural areasACTION: Honorary Clerk to
investigate.
