INTERESTS: In relation to the distribution of community béh@ayments made by the operators

of the solar farm on Parham Airfield, Jennifer Baant, Peter Lincoln and Duncan Mclver declared
local non-pecuniary interests as members of tHagal hall committee and of the Friends group for
Butchers Field. Nicholas Redman declared suchnterast as a member of the Friends group for
Butchers Field. Elaine Lewis signed a note to #ffgtct in the register of interests.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF LAST MEETING: The minutes of the special meeting held on 6
February 2015 were approved and Elaine Lewis sigiiedopy in the minutes book as a true record.

REPORTS:

Suffolk County Council: Nicholas Redman reported that, although CouncBlarroughes was not
well enough to join the meeting, he had confirmeat he would support half of the cost of the new
shed to be erected in the grounds of the villadie(thhe balance to be paid by the parish coundilaiu
the community benefit funds generated by the gudak) and that he would support the cost of some
improvements and repairs to signage at the cradsmaith the Framlingham - Saxmundham road (a
matter drawn to Nicholas Redman's attention bylect@r).

Councillor Burroughes would be holding a "divisitheneeting in the village hall on 25 March.
Elaine Lewis would be present as would parish citlong for the towns and villages that Councillor
Burroughes representedACTION: Any member wishing to attend was welcome but shdet
Elaine Lewis know.

Palice: No crimes had been reported in December 2014 dariuary or February 2015.

Great Glemham Farms: Jason Gathorne-Hardy dealt with a number of s#uat arose during the
sugar beet harvest. He offered the farm's assistanrestoring domestic verges damaged by the
tractors and was concerned to hear of the speedhiah heavily loaded tractors were driven. He
also reported the re-seeding of headlands that twdre extendedACTION: Jason Gathorne-Hardy
would give Nicholas Redman the email address ottmractor, Mr Nick Watts, so that issues could
be reported to him with a view to them being imnag¢elly addressed.

Butchers Field: Nicholas Redman reported that the last ROSPA sumfgcted in September last
year, revealed no action required to be taken.oB8iBeaumont very kindly made regular inspections
and made small repairs (for example, to the sarmpier): his observations and actions were all
recorded and filed. There was to be a workingypamt8 March.

Transparency Code: Nicholas Redman reported that this would takecatffater in the year and
would require the parish council's policy of pubiigy key papers on the village website to be
extended. The Code was the latest of a seriegtehgions of the Clerk's role. Nicholas Redman
reminded colleagues that he was happy to contiane/ing out the duties of the Clerk but would
require assistance from members on discrete mattethe executive burden was now considerably
heavier than it was in 2008 when he took on the oflthe Clerk on an honorary basi&CTION:
Peter Lincoln to assist with publication of papensthe website. Others to assist on discrete rsatte
when asked to do so by the Honorary Clerk.

SIZEWELL: John Cross was to attend the next meeting ondrtiM

SOLAR FARM COMMUNITY BENEFIT: The parish council agreed to support an exhibitmon
be set up by the Friends of Framlingham Libraryhwit view to commemorating the 800th
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anniversary of Magna Carta. £100 would be giverstablish a permanent exhibition and to run
various educational eventsReason: It was noted that the Bigod family, which onceided in
Framlingham Castle had been selected by King Jolr215 to establish and maintain the new order
which, for the first time, expressly conferred lobasghts on all people. The exhibition would give
electors and their families an understanding of tkey document which still influences the
relationship of the state and individual®ACTION: Nicholas Redman to liaise with the library as to
the making of the payment.

After some discussion, the Friends group for Butshgeld had agreed to site one goal on the ball
games area. The goal should not be painted whttbéin natural wood. It should have a net and be
fixed to the ground so that it could not be dragget of position by children (though it should be
removable periodically by an adult for mowing andimenance). ACTION: The Friends group to
order the goal in the parish council's name, andrtange with Nicholas Redman for payment to be
made from the solar funds held by the parish caunci

Nicholas Redman reported that, at a recent Friemaiting (at which many present were members the
village hall management committee), the proposeding of sub-metered services from the village
hall to Butchers Field was not considered desitable

The village hall committee had not yet discussedptanned celebrations of the hall's centenary but
was aware of the parish council's commitment tgsetigthe event using some of the funds generated
by the solar park operator.

Peter Lincoln would liaise with the Cookley par=buncil with a view to seeing how well its electric
bicycle hire scheme was workindhCTION: Peter Lincoln.

FINANCE: Nicholas Redman obtained ratification or approwalthe following payments: £35 for
the data licence from the Information Commissiorfg81 for the service of the mower used on
Butchers Field; hire of the village hall both fhetrecent meeting of the Friends of Butchers Field
this meeting (at going rates); £42.72 for hedgilanis purchased by Simon Beaumont on behalf of
the Friends; £7.62 for new pigeon spikes purch&geDuncan Mclver on behalf of the Friends; the
amount to be incurred by Mark Runnacles for trees.

HIGHWAYS: Jennifer Beaumont reported that damage to Low Read Pound Farm was not (yet)

sufficiently serious to justify any action by SC@n elector reported that a tree root growing under
New Road (to the South East of Botany Lane) wasimgathe surface very bumpy. This would be

likely to become dangerous®\CTION: Jennifer Beaumont.

TRANSPORT: Nicholas Redman reported that the village was dfoohave some scheduled bus
services for the first time in a few years. Theselld enable electors to travel to Saxmundham twice
a week and Woodbridge once a week. It was aghesdtie details should be publicisedlCTION:
Nicholas Redman, working with Mr Roger Creed (whad hcampaigned for the restoration of
scheduled services to the village), to publish gnimetables for display/distribution.

PLANNING: Nicholas Redman reported that he had heard frenStBbDC enforcement team that a
visit to High Grove Farm Woods had revealed thateéhforcement notice served in the latter part of
2014 had not been complied with. Legal action rggathe owner and operator would now
commence.

ELECTION: Nicholas Redman reminded all members that there tawebe an election for parish
councillors in May. He also outlined the requirentsefor standing for election. Even though it
looked unlikely that such election would be coredstthe paperwork would still have to be
completed. He would be on hand to advise whepalpers were distributed.
